Report from the NJDOE

The new World Language Standard is slated to be adopted in the late spring/early summer.  The writing team has already revisited the online feedback and made edits that make for a stronger document.  There will be professional development around the implementation of the new standards this summer and fall.  When I have further details, I will share them with the group.  

There will be at least 7 classroom applications documents posted once the standards are approved and the new website for the standards is unveiled.  In an effort to provide further guidance on the implementation of the new standard in world languages, there will be a cadre of eight language professionals working in groups of two to create additional classroom applications documents that are anchored to specific proficiency levels.   As soon as I receive final approval, I will be meeting with those selected to participate.  

The World Languages Technology Institute will be held during the last week of June at Middlesex County College.  The application for the institute will be sent out to districts within the next few weeks.  Once it is sent out to districts, I will also share it with the FLENJ board.  

I am in the process of putting the finishing touches on a letter to districts regarding the high school pilot.  The NJDOE in collaboration with FLENJ, ACTFL, Avant Assessment and CASLS will begin the four-year pilot in September 2009.  We will be measuring students’ proficiency over the four years, providing professional development opportunities, and providing students with valued incentives to continue their study of world languages to improve their proficiency.
