Summer Internship Program in Berlin for American Students of Journalism or Communication 
Applications are now being accepted for the third year of “internXchange,” an intensive scholarship-supported summer seminar/internship program in Berlin for 20 American journalism and communications students with strong German language skills.

 

The deadline for applications to the Summer Internship Program in Berlin for American Students of Journalism or Communication at the International Center for Journalism at Freie Universität Berlin, which will take place June 6 - August 20, 2010, is January 31, 2010.

In order to gain a deeper understanding of the opposing perspectives and positions at play in contemporary geopolitics, it is crucial to place strong emphasis on intercultural exchange and the transmission of cultural values. DAAD and the renowned Freie Universität Berlin (named in 2007 as one of the nine "universities of excellence" in Germany) have therefore developed this unique new program to provide outstanding young journalism students – who may themselves come to have a significant influence on international opinion-shaping – with an opportunity to immerse themselves in the society, culture, values, and political attitudes in Germany. During this time of transition and change in transatlantic relations and the German-American relationship, this program will expose American students with a particular interest in Germany to the changing global political circumstances on location in Germany. It is the program’s distinct aim to communicate well-funded knowledge and new perspectives about Germany and the European Union in order to contribute to mutual understanding and respect and to deepen German-American relations.

The program consists of two complementary segments. The first six weeks will be spent at the International Center for Journalism of the Freie Universität Berlin, where participants will expand their academic understanding of the politics, society and culture of Germany and the country's current media structure and working conditions of journalists. With these theoretical building blocks in place, participants subsequently embark on an intensive five-week internship with a German newspaper, (online-) magazine, TV or radio station, press or PR agency. During the academic part of the program they will take an educational tour within Germany with young journalists from the Independent States of the former Soviet Union for one week.

DAAD Faculty Summer Seminar
Cornell University, June 14-July 30, 2010
“Violence and the Law in German Cultures of Modernity”
Seminar Director: Prof. Isabel V. Hull, Cornell University (History)

The purpose of the seminar is to promote the interdisciplinary study of historical, political, social and cultural aspects of modern and contemporary German affairs and to advance their understanding among scholars in the US and Canada. This year’s seminar will explore the relationship between German legal culture, violence, dictatorship, and democracy. 

Discussions of the relationship between violence and law will proceed along two main axes: the “external legal culture” of society and the “internal legal culture” of professionals who perform technical legal tasks.  Despite the fact that law is a technical system, it is always saturated with cultural content and political consequence.  While conjoined explorations of external and internal legal cultures will focus on the history of modern German states from 1871 to the present, participants researching violence and law in German cultures of other historical periods may provide additional points of comparison for group discussion.

Program costs, room and board, materials and a cultural program are included in the special seminar cost of €984 for AATG members, a substantial reduction from the normal cost of €1230, thanks to support from the Austrian Bundesministerium für Unterricht, Kunst und Kultur. An additional generous subsidy from the Austrian Bundesministerium für europäische und internationale Angelegenheiten will be divided equally among AATG participants, further reducing the cost. The amount of the subsidy will be determined by the number of participants, and will be subtracted from the final invoice for the seminar.

	The deadline for the 2010 summer study tours to Germany with the Transatlantic Outreach Program (TOP) is fast approaching! All application packets must arrive by February 15, 2010.

What is TOP? The Transatlantic Outreach Program (TOP) uses Modern Germany as a basis of comparison and contrast to internationalize Social Studies curriculum as well as to provide international exposure to Social Studies educators in the United States and Canada.In order to achieve these goals, the Three Pillars of TOP must work in concert:  

1. Teaching Materials. TOP currently produces four textbooks for the elementary, middle, and secondary levels. These textbooks are authored by American Social Studies professionals and edited by TOP staff. In addition, TOP produces wall maps, videos, and a series of online games.
  

2. Workshops. TOP sponsors hundreds of in-service training workshops every year by providing its educational materials free-of-charge to workshop leaders.
  

3. Study Tours. TOP sends Social Studies educators to Germany every summer on all-expense-paid study tours, exposing them the government and education systems, large and small businesses, and various examples of culture. Upon completion of the study tour, educators return to the United States to write a unit of learning as well as conduct two in-service training workshops.
