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NNELL held its state representatives meeting at ACTFL and we discussed the ways in which we intend to continue to advocate and put our information together to better serve NNELL members.  Additionally, it was announced that due to budgetary constraints, NNELL will not hold a summer institute next year.  However, there will be more opportunities for regional workshops.  This seems like an area in which NNELL may be able to collaborate with FLENJ.  


I attended ACTFL to present for NNELL.  I also shared with the NNELL state representatives that I have conducted two parent information sessions so far this year.  Many people requested to have the materials I used for this so I am also pasting the links to some useful resources in this update for your use.   Additionally, I have a PowerPoint and a few other pieces that I would be glad to share.  On the following page, I have placed the advocacy tips that I gave to all parents in attendance.  I hope this information is helpful.

4. Attend a school board meeting to ask members about their goals for the program

5. Attend a PTA meeting to suggest mini grants for funding teacher projects

6. If you see connection possibilities or resources that may be of assistance to a world language teacher, let them know!  
7. Write to your school board, superintendent, and state representatives to voice your support for world language programs.  
8. Encourage your children to expand their language knowledge by exposing them to cultural and linguistic experiences in the arts, online, within your community, and even through travel.
